Suggested List:  Sunscreen – foot powder – bug lotion – dental floss – tooth brush – tooth paste – shampoo – hand lotion – canned fruit with zip top opener – canned meats like Vienna Sausage –  Canned vegetables like baked beans with zip top opener – canned sardines/smoked oysters -  crackers – snack anything – peanut butter (small container) – coffee/hot chocolate (instant) – beef jerky (air tight package) – gum – pre-sweetened fruit juices (like kool-aid) – cookies – candy – pretzels – peanuts – chips (in the can) -  wet wipes (small packages)  – cotton socks (black or brown) – mini pocket tablets – pencils – small hand sanitizers (in tube) – double AA batteries – Sudoku, puzzle books, Reader Digests.
